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General Etiquette and Behavioral Guidelines for Butheeb Equestrian Academy

In its commitment to providing a safe and professional learning environment, Butheeb Equestrian Academy promotes a culture of respect
and discipline among all riders. These values reflect the authentic Emirati traditions and contribute to the success of the training experience.

General Guidelines for Riders:

- Smoking is strictly prohibited within the academy.

- Riders must uphold respectful and ethical conduct.

- Arrive well in advance before training begins.

- Seek permission from the administrative supervisor when needed.
- Adhere to the appropriate equestrian dress code.

- Preserve public property and training facilities.

- Remain within designated training areas only.

- In emergencies, contact the administrative team only.

- The academy is not responsible for injuries or falls during training.

Registration Requirements:

- Age: 8 to 17 years old

- Nationality: Emirati

« Required documents: Copy of passport, national ID, and a personal photo

Before Training:

- Complete registration and receive administrative approval
« Arrive 15 minutes before the session

- Wear appropriate sports attire

- Wait in the designated area

- Coordinate with the supervisor in advance

During Training:

- Respect the trainer and follow instructions

- Mobile phone use and unauthorized talking are not allowed
- Any form of horse abuse is strictly prohibited

After Training:
- Leave the area immediately after the session
- Do not startle or disturb the horses

Violations and Disciplinary Actions:

- Committed riders will be given priority for participation and competitions

- Repeated absences will lead to the following measures:

- Verbal warning

- Progressive written warnings

- Written pledge not to repeat the violation

- Temporary suspension (2 weeks to 2 months)

- Permanent dismissal in case of 31 consecutive or 61 non-consecutive days of absence
- The guardian will be notified and may be asked to attend and sign a formal pledge
